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Depats from...

Dunedin’s stately railway station in the city centre is the
departure point for all Taieri Gorge Railway excursions.

Judged as one of the ‘Top 200 Places to See in the World’,
this monument of Edwardian architecture boasts many
stunning features, including Royal Doulton mosaic tile
floors and intricate stained glass windows. A souvenir
booklet is available for sale at the TGR office in the
station and on the train.

Pukerangi

58km from Dunedin

above sea level. The name for this peaceful spot is
Maori, meaning ‘hill of the heavens'.
